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Summary module description

A module requiring a broad knowledge of meteorological issues and a considerable amount of self-learning. 

Aims

This module aims to develop the student's awareness of environmental issues and ability to address problems not directly related to coursework.
Assessable outcomes

By the end of the module the student is expected to:

· Demonstrate their general knowledge of weather and climate issues

· Be able to contribute to a group presentation before a general audience.

· Be able to contribute to an on-line discussion on weather and climate issues.

Additional outcomes

Students will enhance their presentational skills, team-working  and IT skills.

Outline content:
Students attend weekly Weather and Climate Discussions, which include presentations on a wide variety of environmental issues. The student will also contribute, as part of a team, to at least one discussion.  The student is encouraged to carry out general reading, especially from ‘popular' journals such as ‘Weather’, ‘New Scientist’ and ‘Scientific American’, and to participate regularly in an online discussion forum.

Brief description of teaching and learning methods:

Students attend 18 50-minute discussions during terms 7 and 8.  Students receive advice and feedback on group presentations. An on-line discussion forum, with threads started and moderated by the module convenor, will be available throughout Autumn and Spring terms. Each student will be expected to contribute at least once during the module.
